Step 1

Remove all packaging and set aside in a safe location before
disposal or recycling of applicable materials. On the metal post
at the back of the seat base is a package containing the power
supply cables, remove this and set aside for a later step.

Step 2
Lift the back rest to align the metal receivers with the metal posts
of the chair base.

Allow the posts to slide into the receivers, and press down firmly
on the top of the backrest until a click is heard on each side.

Adjustable Headrest
