Step 1
Take note of the seat labelling on the packaging before removing and dismissing packaging. Underneath 
each of the two consoles is a zippered pocket with 4 screw-in feet. Install these to the consoles before 
proceeding to Step 2.

Step 2
Arrange the seat bases and consoles according to the below diagram, using the labelling from Step 1 to 
identify each piece. 

Connect using the brackets down the side of each piece. Note that there is a left-hand side specifi c 
Console and Armless Chair and a right-hand side specifi c Console and Armless chair. 

If the brackets don’t align or the electrical connections don’t easily reach (Step 5) check that you have the 
correct piece in the correct location.

Step 3
Attach the seat backs to the seat bases according to below diagram:

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Step 4
Connect the electric cables A & B together in 4 locations. These connect the seat back to the seat base to 
supply power for the electric headrest.

Step 6
Connect the power supplies to the lounge suite.

The four cables with power boxes are for powering the electric recline, headrest and seat heating features. 
The two cables without power boxes are separate power supplies for the wireless chargers in the console 
tables. 

Connect directly to a wall outlet wherever possible. If a powerboard is required, check it’s su�  ciently rated.

Step 5
Connect the electric cables C to D, E to F, and G to H in 2 locations - between the armless chair and the 
corresponding console table. This supplies power to the armless chairs for electric recline, headrest and 
heated seat - via the console table’s wall outlet power supply.

Step 1
Remove the power supply cables from the zippered pocket on the underside of the seat base

Lift the back rest to align the metal receivers with the metal posts of the chair base. 

Allow the posts to slide into the receivers (Figure 1), and press down fi rmly on the top of the backrest 
until a click is heard on each side

Step 3
Connect the seat base and seat back cables together (Figure 2)

Step 4
Plug the power supply into the bottom corner of the back of the chair, and plug into wall outlet. 
Connect directly to a wall outlet wherever possible. If a powerboard is required, check that it is 
su�  ciently rated.
